Regulations regarding awarding fellowships to visiting professors within the project
 “Enhancing Educational Potential of Nicolaus Copernicus University in the Disciplines of Mathematical and Natural Sciences” conducted under Sub-measure 4.1.1 Human Capital Operational Programme - 
Task 7 (Project № POKL.04.01.01-00-081/10)"  

§ 1

1. Under the project “Enhancing Educational Potential of Nicolaus Copernicus University in the Disciplines of Mathematical and Natural Sciences” to be implemented in 2011-2015, activities will be undertaken towards the strengthening of international scientific cooperation of four Faculties of Nicolaus Copernicus University in Toruń, participating in the project (hereinafter referred to as “faculties participating in the project”): 

· The Faculty of Biology and Earth Sciences,
· The Faculty of Chemistry
· The Faculty of Physics, Astronomy and Applied Computer Science
· The Faculty of Mathematics and Computer Science
2. In the years 2011-2015 each of the faculties participating in the project will be awarding three one-month (30-day) research fellowships annually to visiting professors (hereinafter referred to as “fellowships to visiting professors”). the funds for fellowships to visiting professors come from the European Social Fund and the state budget as part of implementation of the IV Operational Programme Human Capital and are guaranteed by the financial plan of the project. 

3. Beneficiaries of the fellowships to visiting professors may include only eminent scholars from reputable foreign and national institutions who meet the requirements as set out for visiting professors in the “Law on Higher Education” (Articles 114.3, 115.1, 115.3 and 115.4) who conduct research in areas of particular importance for economic development (Automatics and Robotics, Biotechnology, Chemistry, Physics /Technical Physics, Computer Science, Materials Engineering, Environmental Engineering, Mathematics, Mechatronics, Environmental Protection).
4. The purpose of a visit of a visiting professor is to conduct joint research with the staff of the faculty involved in the project in accordance with the plan of the visit as described in the application for a fellowship. The plan of a visit should contain at least one scientific paper, designed for the scientific community of the faculty.

5. The amount of a fellowship for a visiting professor shall be 12,000.00 PLN gross per month.
§ 2
1. Fellowships for visiting professors will be awarded by competition. Each of the faculties participating in the project will organize a separate competition. For fellowships that will be implemented in the spring semester of the academic year 2010/2011 the competition must be completed by 10th February 2011. Competitions for fellowships to be realized in the academic years 2011/12 - 2014/15 should be settled not later than 5 months before the start of the academic year. 

2. Competitions shall be organized by the deans of the participating faculties. Deadlines for submission shall be announced to all faculty members via e-mail and other means customarily adopted by the faculty.

3. Fellowships for visiting professors will be awarded on the basis of information contained in their applications. The application form constitutes Annex 1 hereto. An application must contain:

a. The candidate's personal data,

b. Description of the candidate’s scientific achievements,
c. Plan of research activities during the fellowship
d. The opinion of the head of the organization (department/unit) hosting the visiting professor.

   The application in electronic and paper versions with the signatures of the applicant and the head of the organization (department/unit) to host the visiting professor, must be submitted to the dean's office of the appropriate faculty participating in the project. 

4.  The application for a fellowship for a visiting  professor should indicate a person - an employee of the Faculty (hereinafter referred to as “the organizer of the visit of a visiting professor”) responsible for compliance of the plan with the course of the visit and its documentation with the requirements of the project. 

5. Evaluation of applications in formal terms shall be made by the dean or vice dean designated by the dean. Evaluation of applications in terms of merit shall be made by Faculty Competition Committees appointed by the deans of faculties participating in the project. 

6. The criteria for granting fellowships to visiting professors based on merit must include:

a. assessment of the quality of the research program presented during their visit to NCU in Toruń,
b. assessment of the scientific level of the candidate for a visiting professorship,
c. assessment of the prospects for further scientific cooperation with the visiting professor’s parent unit.
7. The Faculty Competition Committee may adopt additional criteria, including a correlation of the visiting professor’s programme with the developmental strategy of the faculty as well as a correlation with other tasks performed under the project.

8. After the selection process, but no later than 7 days from the date of its completion, the dean shall transfer the post-competition documentation to the project co-ordinator. The documentation shall include:

· full competition documentation of all the candidates
· a post-competition protocol signed by all members of the Faculty Contest Committee,
· applications to the Rector of NCU for fellowships to visiting professors qualified by the Faculty Competition Committee.
9.  The project coordinator may reject applications which do not meet the formal requirements or are incompatible with the objectives of the project. In the event of any formal shortcomings, the coordinator will return the documentation to the Dean who has submitted the application and will set a deadline for its correction (completion).

§ 3
1. Fellowships for visiting professors are granted by the Rector of NCU at the request of a Dean confirmed by a project coordinator.

2. Fellowships for visiting professors are granted by the Rector of NCU at the request of a Dean confirmed by a project coordinator.

3. The results of annual competitions will be announced on the project website.

4. The person assuming the responsibilities of a visiting professor shall, immediately after his/her arrival, sign a declaration of participation in a project fellowship agreement. The agreement sets out the terms and conditions for the payment of the fellowship and the obligations and rights of the parties. For visiting professors from abroad, the agreement shall be made in Polish and in English. A master agreement is attached hereto as Annex 2 or Annex 3.
5. The payment of a fellowship for visiting professors for the first month of stay shall be made after the signing of an agreement between the Nicolaus Copernicus University in Toruń and the visiting professor granted a fellowship, but not later than 6 working days from the date of signing the contract. 

6. Anyone granted a fellowship for visiting professors is committed to carry out the research program and to fulfil other obligations as described in his/her application. Joint publications produced in whole or in a substantial part during the stay of visiting professors in Toruń shall contain the following statement: ”Badanie zrealizowano (w części) dzięki stypendium naukowemu w ramach projektu „Wzmocnienie potencjału dydaktycznego UMK w Toruniu w dziedzinach matematyczno-przyrodniczych” realizowanego ze środków Europejskiego Funduszu Społecznego i budżetu Państwa, Program Operacyjny Kapitał Ludzki ( nr projektu POKL.04.01.01-00-081/10)” or “The study was (partly) supported by research fellowship within the project “Enhancing Educational Potential of Nicolaus Copernicus University in the Disciplines of Mathematical and Natural Sciences”   (Project № POKL.04.01.01-00-081/10)”. 
7. In special cases, the Faculty Competition  Committee may grant two one-month fellowships to one person in one competition. In such a situation the fellowship shall be paid twice, separately for each month.

8. In the event of the period of stay at Nicolaus Copernicus University being shortened, the fellowship payment for visiting professors must be returned in proportion to the shortening of the period of stay.

9. Within 15 days after a visit, the organizer of the visiting professor’s stay shall submit two copies of a report of the research program prepared by the visiting professor to the dean of the parent faculty (Annex 4). The factual part of the report may be written in English. One copy, signed by the dean, must be submitted to the project coordinator no later than 30 days after the end of the visiting professor’s stay. Non-submission of a report will result in the fellowship costs being charged to the faculty hosting a visiting professor. 

10. The University shall not cover travel costs or room and board expenses for persons granted a fellowship for visiting professors.

§4
1. In the case of part of the funds for fellowships for visiting professors being unused in a given academic year, a request may be made for a project coordinator’s consent to use them in the next academic year, within the duration of the project. The use of funds at a later date requires the approval of an intermediary - the Ministry of Science and Higher Education.

2. A faculty participating in the project may, with the project coordinator’s approval, assign its right to a fellowship for a visiting professor to another faculty participating in the project with the option that such a right be returned in the next project year.

3. These Regulations will be made available on the project website.
